Thank you for your interest.  The Junior League of Lansing (JLL) is an organization of women committed to promoting voluntarism, developing the potential of women and improving the community through effective action and leadership of trained volunteers.  Our priority is supporting children and families at risk with key result area focusing on poverty: access to housing, food and support services.  Enclosed is the Community Response Grant application form.  This grant is available for the fiscal year 2011-2012.  

Community Response Grant (available 2011-2012) - The Community Response Grant was established to meet the immediate needs of the Lansing community.  Applicants must be a non-profit agency with 501 (c)(3) status and located within a 25 mile radius of Lansing.  Applicants should support the overall purpose of the Junior League of Lansing, its commitment to voluntarism and improving the community.  

For the fiscal year 2011-2012, JLL will be distributing a total of $4,000.00.  Only 25% of the total monies will be available at each review session.  Applications will be reviewed four times per year.  Applications for the 2011-2012 fiscal year should be received at the JLL office no later than September 1, 2011; November 1, 2011; February 1, 2012; and April 1, 2012.

Applicants that do not receive a grant in a particular quarter automatically remain in the applicant pool and are considered for the remaining quarter(s) in the fiscal year.  All unsuccessful applicants will receive a letter notifying them of their status at the end of the fiscal year.
